Ⅴ Dormitory Guide

1. Expected Move-in date: Aug. 28(Sat.) ~ Aug. 29(Sun.), 2021 *09:00~15:00
 A. Student must comply with the scheduled dates and check the notice(required 

documents e.g. TB test result, uploading a photo etc.) on the dormitory web site
(http://dorm.cnu.ac.kr) concerning details for living in the dormitory

 B. After Aug. 29(Sun.) 2021, students can move in only during weekdays from 09:00~18:00. 
However, the moving in procedure is not permitted in lunchtime(12:00-13:00) and on 
weekends(including the national holidays).

 C. Permission is not granted unless the submission documentation procedure stated in 
the announcement of precautions has been completed.

2. Duration of stay: Fall semester, 2021
 A. An additional application is required to live in the dormitory for winter vacation and 

the Spring semester.
 B. Please check the notice as there are no other applications for extension.

3. Dormitory Application and Announcement
 A. Only students who applied for the dormitory during the admission application period 

are entitled to be selected for living in the dormitory.
  ※ Students who did not apply for the dormitory during the application period are not qualified.
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 B. Expected date of announcement for residence list: July 20(Tue.) 2021, 14:00 (tentative)
  ※ Result will be notified in the dormitory web site, and every new resident should be aware

4. Dormitory Fees

 ※ Students who live in building 12 and 13 must pay the public utility charges(electricity, 

water, and gas bills) separately.
 ※ Married students have to submit the relative document which clarifies marriage. If not, 

they will be excluded from the list. Also, there could be a room shortage.

 A. Meal Plans
   (Currency: Won)

 ※ TYPE 1 is the minimum type, and 10 meals on weekdays(breakfast or lunch, and  dinner) 
are mandatory.

   1) Choosing breakfast or lunch is mandatory.
   2) Students who choose breakfast can buy separate meal tickets for lunch.
 ※ Students choose between TYPE 2~4 can use allocated meals for any meal(breakfast, 

lunch and dinner) on weekends.
 ※ Students can use the dormitory restaurant by purchasing additional meal tickets after 

using up all of your meals on weekends.
 ※ Except for the residents living in rooms for the married, and building 12 and 13, 

selecting at least one meal plan is mandatory. If residents want separate payment of 
meal, he or she should make inquiries to the restaurant(☎+82-42-829-4026).

Ⅵ Insurance

1. International students staying in Korea are subject to a mandatory 
subscription to National health insurance from March 1, 2021.

2. Those subject to enrollment
 A. Those who are not yet enrolled in the National Health Insurance of the Republic of 

Korea among those who have resided in Korea for six months or more.
 B. Marriage migrants (F-6) are subject to subscription as of entry date into the country 

(if your alien registration took place later than the date of entry, then from the date 
of registration)

 C. All foreigners except for those with A (diplomat), B (tourist), C (short-term), and G-1 
(miscellaneous) visas; However, among those with G-1, G-1-6 (humanitarian status) and 
G-1-12 (families accompanying those with humanitarian status) visas are subject to 
subscription.

 D. Foreign students studying in Korea on D-2(Overseas study) visas are subject to a 
mandatory subscription to National health insurance(March 1, 2021)
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  ※ The National Health Insurance will be automatically subscribed after Alien Registration 
Card is being issued which takes normally 2months. Given that, you’d better sign up 
for your own private insurance in your country which can cover for 2 months or so.

3. Enrollment process:　Processed uniformly by the National Health Insurance 
Service (NHIS) without any separate reporting procedure

　※ If changing and reporting the place of residence at a registration government office, the 
applicant must report the detailed address precisely, such as the apartment or house 
number, so as not to incur complications from the mis-delivery of mail.
